What is the difference between ‘Recreational’, ‘Competitive’ and ‘Performance’ squads?

Recreational- This means attending one squad per week. Players in this stream would generally be
junior players who are new to the sport or young children just starting out as well as teens that choose
to just play socially.

Competitive- This means attending two squads per week. Players in this stream will be looking to
play competitively meaning players will be required to attend match play on a regular basis and may
look to take part in LTA sanctioned tournaments outside of the club to enhance their development as
a match player. Players in this stream can expect to become competent match players and begin to
learn the game in greater depth.

Performance- This means attending three squads per week and taking part in regular competition
during the term time as well as in the holidays, including LTA sanctioned events outside of the club
on a regular basis. Players in this stream will be required to demonstrate high levels of commitment
to improving their competitive game and can expect high levels of improvement as well as a deep
understanding of competitive tennis.
